HIS MEMBERSHIP AGREEMENT BETWEEN PROSPECTIVE, PLEDGE, JUNIOR, HONORARY AND FULL MEMBERS OF THE KENTUCKY FARMHOUSE FRATERNITY AND THE KENTUCKY FARMHOUSE ASSOCIATION, INC. (the "Agreement") is made and entered into this day of _________________20___, by and between ____________________ ("MEMBER"), a full-time or part-time student of the University of Kentucky and/or Lexington Community College or part-time summer school student of the same, and the Kentucky FarmHouse Association, Inc., a non-profit cooperation having an address of Lexington, Kentucky.

HEREAS, MEMBER desires the privileges, reputation and obligations associated with FarmHouse Fraternity (hereinafter referred to as "FH"), and FH wishes to convey such to inoculate in them a high sense of loyalty to each other, to stimulate their intellectual advancement, and to hold meetings and social gatherings for the better realization of such purposes, in consideration for full payment of all financial obligations, hereinafter more particularly describe, upon the terms and conditions set forth.
ow Therefore, in consideration of the mutual obligations and undertakings set forth below and other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. MEMBERSHIP DUES. MEMBER hereby agrees to pay full consideration for membership privileges, including, but not limited to, those which are provided for by the International FarmHouse Fraternity Association, the Kentucky FarmHouse Fraternity Association Board (hereinafter referred to as "KFAB"), the University of Kentucky Inter-Fraternity Council, FH and the University of Kentucky.  Such privileges may be set forth and granted by the above-references entities in accordance with their perspective administrative authority established by their respective board of directors following guidelines instated in their respective Constitution, Articles, and/or By-laws, and any other legal entity including those promulgated by the State and Federal laws.


In consideration for said privileges, MEMBER agrees to pay their respective share of all membership due, housing and board costs, fees, fines, or assessments which may be established by the International FarmHouse Fraternity Association, the KFAB, FH, the University of Kentucky Inter-Fraternity Council, and the University of Kentucky.


A) Except as herein otherwise provided, the per semester dues for members shall be $__________ per __________, payable per semester.  The biannual dues of members are payable on the first month following the month in which the fall or spring academic semester commences, and biannually thereafter upon the 1st day on the month in which the initial payment became due.  Members who fail to pay their dues or assessments within 30 days from the time they become due shall be notifies by the Treasurer, and a compounded annual interest rate of 18% will accrue therefrom. If payment is not made within 90 calendar days, it shall be reported to the Executive Committee as in arrears, and so if ordered by the Executive Committee, said MEMBER shall be dropped from the rolls and therefrom forfeit all rights and privileges of membership until said sum is paid.  MEMBER further agrees than once said sum is over 120 days in arrears following the commencement of the semester, the Executive shall have the option of reporting the MEMBER to the Dean of Students for Administrative action which may include eviction from housing,


2. FINES/PENALTIES/SUSPENSION/EXPULSION. FH may impose such fines or penalties upon any MEMBER who violates its Rules, Regulations, or Bylaws.  Any fines or assessments ordered by FH may be appealed to the KFAB at the following board meeting provided that 5 days prior written notice of such intent be given to the KFAB Secretary.  All decision of the KFAB are final.


Further, a MEMBER may be suspended for a period or expelled for violation of any Bylaws, Regulations, or Rules or conduct prejudicial to the best interests of FH.  Said MEMBER shall be provided 15 days written notice prior to suspension or expulsion by the membership and be given an opportunity to present a defense at the time and place mentioned in the notice.  Any suspensions or expulsions ordered by FH may be appealed to the KFAB at the following board meeting provided that 5 days prior written notice of such intent are mailed and received by the KFAB Secretary.  All decisions of the KFAB are final.


A) Except where otherwise provided herein, said fines and penalties are due within 30 calendar days of the decision.  If payment is not made within 30 calendar days, it shall be reported to the Executive Committee, MEMBER shall be dropped from the rolls and thereupon forfeit all rights and privileges of membership until said sum is paid.


3. LEASE OF INDIVIDUAL ROOMS/USE OF PREMISES.

A) MEMBER shall be granted the opportunity to lease an individual room consisting of no more than three other tenants at the sole discretion of the FH Executive committee.  FarmHouse reserves the right to assign the student to a room and to assign roommates.  Said tenancy shall provide MEMBER with a present possessory interest in the leased premises and KFAB shall have a revisionary interest in premises.  KFAB reserves a right to entry should the tenant breach any of the lease's covenants including the failure to pay rent, board, dues, fines, or other debts established by FH, KFAB, by their respective Constitution or Bylaws.


The annual rent for room and board shall be $__________ per academic semester, payable within _____ days from the commencement of classes.  The fee for room only during the summer months shall be $__________ per month, payable on the 5th day following the end of the spring final exams and on the 5th day of each month thereafter.


In the event that said MEMBER remains in possession after the lease expires, by operation of law under the Uniform Residential Landlord Tenant Act (hereinafter referred to as URLTA), said lease will become a periodic tenancy.  The periodic tenancy shall automatically run until one month written notice is given to the FH President or Treasurer.


B) Said MEMBER/TENANT cannot destroy, alter the leased premises or commit waste without the expressed written consent of the FH Executive Board.  MEMBER has duty not to use the premises for an illegal or unauthorized purpose.  In the event the MEMBER breaches said covenants, he will be liable for all costs associated with said breech and shall vacate said premises immediately pending a decision by the Executive Committee regarding termination of AGREEMENT and all respective privileges, including eviction.

I) Each MEMBER shall be required to inspect the premises prior to occupying room and make notations as to the quality and condition of said room.  Upon leaving premises, MEMBER must be given reasonable opportunity to examine room prior to being assessed any damages for room's condition.

II) Any assessed damages to a room or it's furnishings beyond the ordinary wear and tear, as determined by a reasonable standard, will be charged to all MEMBERS who were assigned to that room on a pro-rata basis.

III) MEMBERS shall be responsible for maintaining all common areas within facility and shall not commit waste, damage, or alter the premises without the express written permission of FH.

C) MEMBER shall not have the authority to transfer his leasehold interest, by assignment or sublease, in whole or part.

I) In the event of a wrongful termination of AGREEMENT, abandonment, or the natural expiration of said leasehold, MEMBER shall remove all possessions from premises within 48 hours.  Should MEMBER fail to do so, FH shall have the discretion to remove said items and dispose of in an expedient fashion.

D) FH or KFAB shall not be liable for dangerous conditions in MEMBER'S individual room created by MEMBER or such conditions that should be easily discovered by MEMBER in the course of a reasonable inspection.  Said members who are co-tenants with MEMBER shall be joint and severally liable for said dangerous or hazardous condition.


I) FH or KFAB shall have the right to enter MEMBER'S room during reasonable hours for the purpose of inspecting the room and making such repairs, alterations, additions, and improvements as they deem necessary or desirable.

II) FH, KFAB, or the University of Kentucky shall have the right to terminate this AGREEMENT if the structure is damaged, destroyed, or uninhabitable by reason of catastrophe, or is the subject of a taking by eminent domain or other government action.  There shall be no proration of rent, fines, dues, or assessments in the event such an event is instituted or occurs.


E) MEMBER understands that all rates and charges are subject to reasonable adjustment or change by FH, KFAB, or the University of Kentucky.  However, any changes authorized by FH or KFAB shall be governed by their respective Constitution, Articles, or Bylaws.


F) MEMBER understands that any and all indebtedness arising from this leasehold or boarding obligations is due and payable upon the dates established herein and/or established by FH or KFAB.  Any monies paid to satisfy said debts shall be credited in the following order against the MEMBER'S entire debt:



1) Fines



2) Membership Dues



3) Fees and Costs for Social Activities



4) Board (Including irregular board)



5) Housing (i.e. Rent)

MEMBER expressly acknowledges that such authority shall be granted for FH or KFAB to take all action necessary to secure proper payment including, but not limited to: seeking administrative relief from the Dean of Students office denying access to transcripts or records until all monies owed are paid including rent, board (food and beverage), fines, and other assessments due by MEMBER, and any and all necessary relief though Fayette County District Court.

I) In the event that FH or KFAB shall have to institute legal proceedings to enforce this AGREEMENT, with the exception of monies owed for leasing premises, MEMBER hereby agrees to pay any and all attorney fees and costs that are incurred as a result.  In the event that FH or KFAB shall have to institute legal proceedings to collect monies owed only for rent, this provision shall not apply.

4. HOLD HARMLESS. MEMBER (and if applicable, parent or guardian) hereby agree to hold harmless FH, KFAB, or the International FarmHouse Association, and the individual officers and members of each, from any and all liabilities due to the negligence or reckless conduct of an individual member.  MEMEBR further agrees to similarly hold harmless the above described entities and individuals from any and all claims due to any action or inaction of the MEMBER or his guests or acquaintances.  MEMBER agrees to inform all such individuals of the presence of this AGREEMENT.


5. DEATH OR INCAPACITY. This AGREEMENT and all rights thereunder shall terminate immediately upon the death or incapacity of the MEMBER.

6. NOTICES. All notices, demands, requests, consents, approvals, offers, statements, and other interments or communication required or permitted to be given thereunder shall be in writing and be deemed to have been given when delivered to the FH or KFAB President, or when mailed by first class registers or certified mail, postage prepaid.

7. AMENDMENTS. This AGREEMENT may not be amended, modifies, or terminated, nor may any obligation under it be waived orally.  No amendment, modification, termination, or waiver shall be effective for any purpose unless it is in writing and signed by the party against whim the enforcement thereof is sought.

8. SEVERABILITY. If any provision if this AGREEMENT or any application thereof shall be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this AGREEMENT and any other application of such provision shall not be affected thereby.

9. BINDING EFFECT. The provisions of this V shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of both parties and their respective successors and assigns.

10. HEADING. The headings of each provision contained herein are for convenience and reference only and shall not be used to limit or otherwise affect the meaning of any provisions in the Lease.

11. COUTNTERPARTS. This AGREEMENT will be simultaneously executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed a fully enforceable original but all of which together shall not constitute one and the same instrument.

12. GOVERNING LAW. This AGREEMENT shall be constructed in accordance with the laws of the State of Kentucky.

13. PREVIOUS AGREEMENTS. Any Housing Agreements between MEMBER and FH or KFAB are null and void hereinafter the signing of this AGREEMENT.
